· Please enter your Zayed University student ID, without the “M” (i.e. 200712345) in the username and password boxes to log in.
· You may schedule one 60-minute time slot per day, and not more than two sessions per seven days. TutorTrac is available in Dubai (DXB).

· Meet your tutor in the Reading and Writing Center in the College of Education, Wing C, Level 2. Please be on time.
