Purpose of the Fellowship Award

The Provost’s Research Fellowship Award enables faculty members to complete major research or scholarly/creative projects that will result in important scholarly contributions of value to the research community, ZU and the UAE.

Award Details
· All full time faculty at Zayed University are eligible to apply

· The Provost's Office will support up to three (3) awards per semester
· The Fellowship Award will provide a full or partial teaching reassignment for one semester  to faculty members with established research or scholarly/creative project agendas
· The Provost's Office will provide the department or college with funds to hire adjuncts to cover the teaching commitments during the semester of release
Selection Criteria and Evaluation
Priority will be given to :

· research or scholarly/creative projects in areas of importance to UAE, which demonstrate linkages to the UAE Government Strategic Directions   

· projects that will result in a completion of research or creative activity during the semester of teaching reassignment – that is, priority will be given to proposals which are likely to be the fruition of a longer research or creative project

· applicants who demonstrate recent involvement in a research agenda

Proposals will be reviewed first by the candidate's Department Chair and then by the candidate's Dean to ensure that the reassignment will not significantly disadvantage the college.  
Applications will not be considered without relevant Dean approval.
Proposals will then be reviewed by a panel of Associate Provosts and the Assistant Provost for Research,  who will make recommendations to the Provost for the final selections.  Shortlisted applicants may be invited for an interview with members of the review panel. 
Application Process
1. Complete the Provost’s Research Fellowship Award Application Form
2. Obtain Dean approval

3. Submit completed forms to research@zu.ac.ae 
 
Applications will be invited in mid-December for reassignments during the following Fall semester and/or for reassignments during the Spring semester of the following year.
Late applications or incomplete applications may not be considered.
Reporting  Requirements for Award Recipients
At the close of the project, Award recipients will provide the Provost's Office with a Final Report detailing the research or scholarly/creative project, its findings and outcomes.  Alternatively, a book accepted for publication or a paper published/accepted for publication in a refereed journal will be considered in lieu of the report. 
Award recipients are also expected to discuss and/or share their research activity in forums such as ZU research workshops, ZU research website or special research events.
